History of Economics which was majorly
written i1 Europe, historians have divided the era
before the modern time into four eras.

1. Ancient Eastern Time

2 Greek Period

3. RomanFra

4. Chostian Period during Mushm Era

The period between 623AC o 1533%AC is
called as the Dark Ape. In reality, thiz divizion of
Economic Thought is insufficient because
Christian scholar: have a thouzand-vear long
history of Muzhim: or Arabs inadvertently rather
than with biasedness=. In fact thiz era of Adu:lim
history was superior and prominant to all other
nation: of the world in education, social,
economic and culture. In that time the Muslim
World extended vp to Western Shores of Evrope
and South Eastern Shores of Azma. Mushms
progressed in every field. Even lavmen cannot
accept that before the West, the nation which
mled for many centuries over most of the world
and whose scholarly work 15 still a lighthouse for
the West, had not done anv noteable work in the
wotk field of Economics. One western scholar
C.Fings writes:

"Our fame and the vality of our sciences

merely rests on mechanical inventions. Had Arabs

covered thiz deficiency, no room would have been
left for vz that modern science iz our ceeation and
that its philosophical developments are the
product of this ape”.

On the other hand Alfred Guillaume zay:

"At the hewght of Abbaud power, their
subjects enjoved a period of vnexampled
economic prosperity, Lrade by land and sea was
wrrigation were developed and arts and science
were cultivated as never before”.

Types of EconomicScience

There are toro types of economic science.
Theoretical Economics

Laws and repulations which are developed
from the study of behaviour of human bemngs
comes within the domain of theoretical
economics e.g. Law of demand. Law of supply.
Theory of comparative advantage.
Applied Economics

Applied economic: uses laws and rules
developed by theoretical economics to find out
the causzes of particular economic conditions and
shed: light on itz peculiarities and importance. For
example, we thall contemplate the canze: of
increase i prces of goods day by day i Palustan
by uung the laws: and rules provided by theoretical
economic: and moreover, what are its
consequences?
Tyvpesof Theoretical Economics

Following are the types of theoretical
ECONOIICS:
1. Positive Economics
2. Normative Economics
Positive Econonucs

In Positive Economics fundamental facts of
economic life are observed and analyzed
impartially and the results are prezented without
addition of anything opinon based.

Pozitive economic: iz objective and
fact-bazed where the statements are precie,
descriptive, and clearly meazurable. These
statements can be meamred apainst tanmble
evidence ot historical instances.

Here's an example of a positive economic
statement: "Government-provided healtheare
increazes public expendituees.” This statement is
fact-bazed and ha: no value judgement attached to
it. I'ts validity can be proven (or disproven) by
studving healthcare spending where governments
promide healtheare.

Mormatwve Economics

It iz that type of economic: that prescribes
the treatment to correct the weaknesse: and
shortoomings of an economic system.

It focuse:s on the ideological,
opinion-onented. prescriptive, value judgments,
and "what should be" statement: aimed towarzd
economic development. investment progects, and
scenarios. Its goal i3 to summarize people's
desrabibity (or the lack of) to vanous economic
developments, sitnations, and programs by asking
of guoting what should happen or what ought
to be.

An example of 2 normative econcmic
statement it: "The government thould provide

bazic healtheare to all citizens.” As vou can deduce



from this statement, it iz value-bazed, rooted in
personal perspective, and zatisfies the requirement
of what should be.
Micmeconomics

Microeconomics discuszes following theomnes
and izzues:
1. Theory of Price
2. Theory of Consumer Behaviour
3. Theory of Firm
4. Theory of Distribution
TheorvofPrice

Human need: are unlimited but the resouzces
to ful fill thesze are limited. Therefore, problems
arize in the zelection cf needstobefulfilled.
These are solved avtomatically through the pricing
mechanizm becauze price: of sesources establich
what resources are to be used for what purposes
e.g. how much land to be used for agnicultuze and
howr much for house construction and how much
for preen areas. 3o distribution of resources 1z
settled through prce:s. Prices are determmed
through demand and supply. therefore, in
microeconomic: problem: of demand and supply
are dizcuszed.
Theorvof Consumer Behaviour

Conzumers spend their income on different
commodities. While spending, ther compare the
poce of 2 commodity apamnst itz perceived whlity
and they purchaze a commodity up to guantity
where it: margnal utility becomes equal to its

price. Therefore, in this part of microeconomics

elasticity of demand are dizcussed.
Theorvof Firm

In a capitalist economic syitem, firms
mdimidually decide the production level and every
firm strives to maximize 1ts profit. For this
purpose, every firm make: decizion: reparding
gesousrce allocation, production techniques, pricing
adjustments and the volume of producton. In ths
part of microeconomics, problems concerned writh
tharing of factors of production, pricing of
different factors of production and prcing of end
products are discussed.
TheorvofDistnbution

All human needs are met by the combination
of three factor: of production - Land, labour, and
Capatal. All of us are in one way or other involved
i one of the three factor: of production.
Therefore, all national income is distobuted
among the three factors of production. In this
section of microeconomics, problem: of
distribution of national income among the factors
of production are discussed.
Benefix of Microeconomics

The point of view of microeconomics is
beneficial and useful in it: own way. Itz proof 15
that every consumer and producer takes his own
economic decision: from his perspective e.p. a
consumer spends hiz income according to law of
diminishing marginal utility to maximize his
satizfaction and wherea: a producer produces

according to law of diminishing marpinal

Thatiz why
I:lamic economic system 15 different in its
purpose, behamiour and ponciples as compared to
Capitalizm and Socializm and in every respect it iz
farbetter.
Capital

Capital 1z an important factor among the
factor: of production. Generally, 1t 1= termed as
wealth. In economics, this term is used in different
meanings. 3ome experts have defined 1t as

"That part of man's wealth, other than land,
which mield: an income.”

Capatal iz that part of wealth which 15 uzed to

earn income eg. if a persons’ wealth consst: of

houze, car, a road etc. The first two items are

referred as wealth becanse he use: them to satisfy 17

hiz need: but he does not earn anvy income from

them but the last item - a road - zhall ke called

capital, becauze it iz 2 mean of income. Similarly

taxi, tractor, tubewell and other such items: are

called capital becausze these penerate income for

their owners. Prof. Alfred Marshall defined itas :

"All thoze things that are uzed az factors of
production and veed for production of matenal
items and for attaining benefits that are
conzidered income.”

Omne thing at the :ame time can be a necesuty
item as well as can be a capital item e.g. a chair in
2 drawring room 15 2 necesuty item and if the zame
chair iz placed in a factory office then it would be
called a capatal item because it will have some of
the share in factor: of production. In the
bepnning there was no distinetion betwreen wealth
and capital. Until the eiphteenth century 1t
remained the zame. Gold and =ilver coin: were all
called wrealth. Adam Smith pioneered the concept
of modern capital and defined it as:

"That part of stocks or goods of 2 man which he
uzes to offer him a retum. "

Capatal is that part of a person’s wealth which
iz vzed to earn income. From the above
definitions it iz clear that capital is that part of
wealth which iz vsed to earn income instead of
being vied to satisfy daily needs e.p. machines,
tools, tractor, truck, rails etc. Therefore, all thoze
items are called capital that are uveed to produce
mote.

The foundation stone of Socalist Theory is



that the Universe is, in essence, a matter and is an
accumulation of atom:. which can oaly be
explained through the principles of phyziecal laws.
Any belief in the emstence of 2 Supreme Being 1=
very dangerous and harmful for humans. Human
being: are 2 temporary and an accidental thing in
thiz Universe and are a powerless tov i the hands
of natuee. There iz no life after this wordly life
and there iz no wordd after thiz world. The
uvltimate result iz that this life become: the =ole
purpose of being. There iz no fear of any
accountability and justice. This brings about
unfettered independence and freedom. A careful
conzideration of this theory shows that this does
not guide v: to vnderstand the manifestation: of
Efe.

A human bemng passes through many stranpe
conditions during the course of life from birth to
death. Emotions and intellipence contribute moze
than anv other thing in its development. Whoever
trie: to force laws of lifeles: matter and
philozophy on human beings who have
conscience, will, and desire, 15 infact revolting
against reality. Homans are not like inanimate
objects but ther are empowered to act within
certain hmits i ther surroundings becauze ther
do have disagreement in their thoughts.

They think that this orpanized universe and
all writhin it came into existence becanze of matter
and vnlimited enerpy. Ther deny the existence of
any Jupreme Beinp who created manifestation: of
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Limited enerpy with unlmited enerpr. Homans
bemn to wonder what this unhmited vasnation iz
If all thiz creation of nature become: purposeless
then how come such an orpamzation? How did
Singularity create abundance’ Which power has
mven oblivion the awareness?

If we admit that there iz an interbnk and
dizcipline in matter and it i3 evolnng a
aplan then automatically it has to be accepted that
thiz systern ha: been created by a Consciou: Being

i o

and after its existence it i3 ruAMNE ng to
Hiz plan.

Socialist thinkers have so much downgraded
human beings from its hiph plane that one cannot
express it fully. The purpose of human beings is
not only to satisfr their human need: rather God
ha: piven lum mind and conscioumness which 15 a
reality bevond matter. He ha: taken principles of
Life from matter, therefore, he ha: some material
need: and to fulfill tho:e need: he zometimes
deops to the lowest level but sometimes this very
human rizes to such highest level of character
which become: a matter of pride for all humanity.

Marw claims that the reality of the nmiverse is
matter and human thoughts and coneepts are its
reflection.

This thinking is totally incorrect. Religion iz a
necesuty of human nature.

Relipion iz the answer to thiz feeling and the
concept of God eazes every pain. Therefore,
humans when stock in 2 tomado of prief then,
without anv will cries for help of God. When
Hitler bombarded Moscow, and tuened it into
ashes, then Lenin uttered a zentence
unmntentionally O My God, how cruel these
people are. Journalist: asked him, Do you
believein God? He staved silent.

Jome time later, the daughter of Stalin
escaped to England, then the zaid that after
thorough consderation, I have come to the
concluzion that for humans to hive without the
concept of God iz not posuble. Similarly, some
time apo an earthguake shook Ruszia and the

atheists prostrated before God. Thus, it can be
said that natural inclination of huwmans towards
gelimon cannot be ebminated and also cannot be
terned as illusion. It iz also not the invention and
necesuty of capitahists. All the Prophets, penerally
belonped to the poor strata of population and
who accepted them majosly belonged to the poor
clazz. In thesr followers, rich people were very few.
Father capitalizts and landlords sidiculed them.
Then how Farl Marxs theory thould be accepted
that relhmon was created to protect the interests of
capitalists
Demalof Religious and Ethical Values

The advocate: of Socialism deny such ethics
whose foundation iz lad by capitalists on God's
order: which have no value and also have no
substance. For the time being wherever mercy
sheds hpht of kindness, and conscioumnes: or
nobility in the wodd. it 15 becanze of thoze nobles
who were ordained by Allah (SWT) and who were
opposed fiercely by the then Shaddads,
Mamruds, Pharaohs and Qaroons. If humans
bck ethics, then ther become beasts and if ther
are not bounded by rehimons or ethical values then
ther would spread more destruction and
blood:hed than beasts. The denial of Socialists of
ethics 15 clear proof of them being unethieal.
Lemn, Stalin, Khruzhchev and Gorbacher lacked
basic decency and empathy mther, on assuming
powres ther declared their predecessor astraitor
and disceedited the former’s services and deleted

MatenahistDefimtion of History

Thete iz no denial thart in thiz worldly life
human: need economic neceszitie:. But there iz a
difference in that everything that appears in the
development of civilization iz becausze of
economic strugrle. Rather, there are other
elements a: well. Human: need food, clothe: and
shelter but planning for the fulfilment of these
needs can not alone et by hiz prrche or
consciousness. In the past, political and social
environment changed with the change in the
econOMic fTitem of vice versa. But, it 15 not
neceszary that the social system: that are at the
zame point as their production techmigues are also
zame with respect to their economic crpanization.
family system, tribal order, political & relipous
orpanizations and ethical concepts. There are
many examples in history which show that there
Were mofe non-economic factors in the
development of nations. For example, FRomans
and earliest Muslim: had a =imilar economic
period but history thows that there was a huge
difference in their ethical concepts. Roman: were
brutal to their slave: and in contrast Islam freed
the oppressed from oppression and explodtation.
3o, 1t can be zaid that in the development of
nation: economic development i3 not a decimve
fictor. These are rather the ohjectives for which
they live. They smcceed in reorganizing their
material environment for the achievement of

theze olyectives.
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All the Prophets symbolized hope and
rightecusnesz. Ther preached their ummahs the
relision of teuth. Thoze nations that accepred their
mwvitation, weee supecessful in this wodd and wAdl
also be successful in the hereafter. The societies
that rejected the invitation of Prophets and made
their Life burdenzome, were exterminated and
became a symbol of fear. To sum it up, the
materialist defimtion of history 1= unrealistie to
some extent. And the real defimtion of history 1=
spiritual and ethical. The movement for the
mdependence of Pakiztan pained momentum on
relisious prounds. The battle was fought on one
ade with Enplish colomalists and on the other
with non-believers, therefore, the materializts
definition of historr has become worthless and
meffective.

ClassSmuggle

Undoubtedly there were certain periods in
historr when oppressed people amtated apanst
the trranny of dictators. But to label all the
revolutions in human history as the produet of
clazs strupgle 1= exapperation. It 1= emident from
history that most of the war: were fought on the
bazis of tribalizm,. brotherhood. nationalizm.
racizm, motherland or eeligon. These proved to
be more deciuve and fierce than clas: strugple.
The revolution brought by Prophet Muhammad
(PBUH) was not clas strugple but was purely
relipions, ethical and ideclomeal. In 1947, the

divizion of Hinduostan and independence of



Pakistan was not based on class strupgle rather
wa: the outcome of purely relipous and spintual
principles confrontation. Reality 15, humans have a
senze of self respect. Whenever ther find
something against their desires, ther react apanst
it and first instinct 15 to fight. Only economic
neceszties do not form the basi: of class strupgle.
The principle on which Marx divided
humanity into towo classes was challenped in Jus
time. He was of the view that those who aze in
control of factors of production are bourgeoize.
the capitalists are one clas: and who vse these
resonrces to produce surplus value for their
masters comfort and lusey are proletanats, the
labourers are second class. Capitalists and

labouser: are constantly fishtine with each other
for their owm interests. In view of Marx, there are
only two claszes. But with the passage of time, a
third class emerped who were neither capitalists
nog labourers. These are the labourer:, who
manage the affairs of factones and share ther
profits. They are also labour class but at the same
time they have relations with capitalists. Thiz new
clazs of labourers ha: been paimng importance n
the economic system.

Marx thought that with the division of capital and
labousr. capital wiill increase but i wall get
concentrated in only a few hands. But forty vears
of history of industralized countres shows that
labourers are better off than before and their
standard of liming i3 petting better and they are

gaining importance in economic systems of the 21

world. Truth ke told, he failed to clearly define the
divizion of claszes.

Theorvof Surplus Value
The theory of Farl Marx that labourers are

the sole rightful owner of total profit of
production 1= not only incomprehenmble but al:o
wnpractical. Becauze he has totally ipnosed the
inpo rtance of other mean: of production viz.
land. capatal. and orramization. If we accept this
theorr of Karl Marx, that labour is the true
parameter of sueplu: value then xk the labouress
to use their mental and phyucal powers to earn a
unple penny. ther would not be able to do that
without the help from other means of production.
Thus it is proved that thiz theory of Kard Mars is
dizinformation and narrowmindedness.
According to the Marx's theory, the
difference in prices of produet: i3 becanze of the
difference in labour in the production. But
sometimes i the production of a product 2 higher
guantity of labour was used but it achieved lower
value due to change in demopraphics. 3o, 1t 1s
proved that the value iz based not only on labour

but also on its demand. Mars did not address this

point.



According to the theory of Surplus Value,
the mean: to achieve surplus value is labour. Then
there iz an advantage in this for the capitalists that
thev use more labourers than machinery but in
practice, there 13 an ever increasing role of
machinery than labourers. Therefore, thiz theory

of Karl Marx 15 not only varealistie, but
mmpractical as well.
Theorvof State

Marx was too biazed in explaiming the
Theory of State. He considered that the State iz an
organization of oppression and tyranny through
which capitalists rob poor and helpless labouzers.
History tells us that whenever there was
confrontation between different classes of society,
the state machinery suppressed lower claszes. But
this doe: not prove that this institution alwarys
sided writh the tyrants. There are instance: in
history where the state defended the nipht: of the
poor and the weak instead of being the
trump-card for riches. The Quraich of Meeca nll
last fought against Mushm: becauze Islamic State
was eradicating their social and political
superionty. The existence of Ixlamic State was not
for safepuarding the interests of rulers. Hazrat
Abu Bakr (FA) stated the objective of his
government "Who are mfluential. they are
wninfluential for me till I receive from them the
pophts of others". Hazrat Umar (RA) said "By

Allah (8WT), the weak among vou iz most
powerful for me 1l I mve him his sight and
powerful among vou it weak for me till I receive
from him the nghts of others "

Marx azsert: that the Government should be
1 the hand: of labourers becavze thiz clas: will
wotk for the aclievement of material comforts.
Butit 15 possble that when they are in power, they
may become more selfish than capitalists. The
reality i3 that until there 1z control of ethics over
ous desizes till then looting and seizing cannot be
eradicated from life.
